In his
remarks, Ulbricht welcomed Soviet proposals for a peace treaty and called for the neutralization of West
Berlin. Additionally, he made the famous pronouncement “Niemand hat die Absicht, eine Mauer zu
errichten!”— “Nobody intends to put up a wall!”
